Outer wings form a hard 
case. Wing cases meet in a 
straight line.

Flies 
(Diptera)

Have one pair of thin, 
transparent wings

True bugs 
(Hemiptera)

Wing cases usually make an 
X or Y shape on the insect’s 
back.

Bees, Wasps and Ants
(Hymenoptera)

Most have two pairs of thin, 
transparent wings and a 
narrow ‘waist’ between 
thorax and abdomen

Butterflies and 
Moths
(Lepidoptera)

Wings are covered in tiny 
scales
